TIAS organized Special Skill
Training workshop on “Web
Development using PHP” for
MCA students. It commenced from
November 9", 2013 to April 19",
2014 in the Institute Campus. The
main objective was to provide
knowledge about the HTML,
JavaScript and CSS, for creating Ul
and to provide knowledge about the
Web Development using PHP,
Apache and MySQL for Server
side. The workshop was convened
by Dr. Vaibhav Bansal, Associate
Professor, MCA, TIAS. This

workshop handled total 12 sessions
which were divided into 20
modules.

Module 1 - included Installation of
XAMMP server on Windows and MAC-
OSX. It dealt how to install XAMPP and
configure Apache, MySQL and PHP on
these two OS. He was also explained where
to put the HTML, PHP files in XAMPP
server. It included how to change a default
location?, Where to find php.ini file for
customized configuration?, How to create a
simple php script and put inside htdocs
folder?, Where to find htdocs folder in
XAMPP server?, Why the first page name
should be index.html or index.php? and
Use of web development in IT Industry?
Module 2 included basic Syntax in PHP,
How to send data to the Web Browser,
understanding PHP, HTML, and white
space, How to write Comments in PHP
code, What Are Variables, strings,
concatenation of strings, numbers,
constants and Discussion Single vs. Double
Quotation Marks.

Module 3 included Programming with
PHP, Creating an HTML Form, Handling
an HTML Form Conditionals and
Operators, Validating Form Data
Introducing Arrays and For and While
Loops.

Module 4 discussed Creating Dynamic
Web Sites, Including Multiple Files,
Handling HTML Forms, Revisited,
Making Sticky Forms and Creating and
Calling Your Own Functions.

Module 5 talked about the Introduction to
MySQL, Naming Database Elements,
Choosing Your Column Types, Choosing
Other Column Properties and Accessing
MySQL.

Module 6 included the Introduction to SQL
- Creating Databases and Tables, Inserting
Records, Selecting Data, Using

Module 7 included Advanced SQL and
MySQL, Database Design, Performing
Joins, Grouping Selected Results, Creating
Indexes, Using Different Table Types,
Performing FULLTEXT Searches and
Performing Transactions.

Module 8 discussed about Error Handling
and Debugging, Error Types and Basic
Debugging, Displaying PHP Errors,
Adjusting Error Reporting in PHP,
Creating Custom Error Handlers, PHP
Debugging Techniques and SQL and
MySQL Debugging Techniques.

Module 9 introduced Using PHP with
MySQL, Modifying the Template,
Connecting to MySQL, Executing Simple
Queries, Retrieving Query Results,
Ensuring Secure SQL, Counting Returned
Records and Updating Records with PHP.
Module 10 included Common
Programming Techniques liked Sending
Values to a Script, Using Hidden Form
Inputs, Editing Existing Records,
Paginating Query Results and Making
Sortable Displays.

Module 11 included Web Application
Development like Sending Email, Date and
Time Functions, Handling File Uploads,
PHP and JavaScript and Understanding
HTTP Headers.

Module 12  elaborated Cookies and

Sessions - Making a Login Page,
Defining the Login Functions,
Using Cookies, Using Sessions and
Improving Session Security.
Module 13 introduced Security
Methods like Preventing Spam,
Validating Data by Type,
Preventing XSS Attacks,
Preventing SQL Injection Attacks
and Database Encryption.
! Module 14 emphasized on Perl-
compatible Regular Expressions -
Creating a Test Script, Defining
4 Simple Patterns, Using Quantifiers,
W Using Character Classes, Finding
~ All Matches, Using Modifiers and
Matching and Replacing Patterns.
Module 15 helped in Making
Universal Sites by Character Sets
and Encoding, Creating Multilingual Web
Pages, Unicode in PHP, Collation in PHP,
Transliteration in PHP, Languages and
MySQL, Time Zones and MySQL and
Working with Locales.
Module 16 included Message Board like
how to make the Database, Write the
Templates, Create the Index Page, Create
the Forum Page, Create the Thread Page
and Post Messages.

There were two contributory
presentations in the Session titled 'The
Open Source Software for Library
Management: An overview' by Mr. Anil
Kumar Jharotia and 'Reaching out to the
users with innovative technologies in
university libraries: A Case Study of the
Central Library, Jawaharlal Nehru
University' by Mr. Mahesh Chand.

The Second Day of the Conference
witnessed three invited talks and three
Plenary Sessions by Dr. PR Goswami, Dr.
Narendar Kumar and Dr. R K Bhatt and
presentations of twelve contributed
papers.

It was concurred that Knowledge and
Innovation are inseparable from each other
since they drive economies around the
world. Knowledge producers and users
endeavor to leverage the ideas,
technologies, know-how and expertise on
which their competitiveness depends. In
simple terms, innovation is the application
and transmission of knowledge from
research to development and application.
Now sharing knowledge through
collaborative innovation has become
increasingly important. It was further
argued that knowledge management is a
developing body of methods, techniques,
tools, and values which organizations use
to acquire, create, develop, share, transfer
and apply knowledge to provide a return
on their intellectual assets. For
organizations to innovate - and thus sustain
competitive advantage - requires the
ability to quickly adapt to the business
environment and save time-to-market.

This adaptation requires learning,
problem-solving, and the creation and
integration of relevant new knowledge in
response to business needs. The core
components of KM - People, Process,
Content and Technology, are the People
component that is increasingly regarded as
the lynchpin of successful organizational
innovation. Information- as a concept has
been considered and contrasted
extensively with such terms as data,
knowledge, and wisdom.

One of the recurring and common threads
which held the discussion together was to
have a focused approach on the emerging
paradigm of knowledge economy and
deftly strategizes to leverage its advantages
for the common benefit of library users.
However the canvas was larger enough to
cover other allied areas too. It was indeed a
fitting tribute to the demands of our time,
concerns of a growing knowledge driven
economy to have such large group on a
common platform and allow a free flow of
arguments and ideas.

It was stressed by the Speakers that
organizations are finding themselves
buried in structured and unstructured data,
as the use of online data resources, mobile
tools, and social networking tools spread,
there is growing need to capture, manage
and share content and knowledge in new
ways. Organizations are looking for
solutions to retrieve and manage their
content; unfortunately, many organizations
lack the systems to do so. There are many
interfaces to share information and
knowledge content among employees,
customers and business partners. The
world has become small due to
connectivity, knowledge has become
strong currency to trade between
individuals and groups, which requires
cross-functional planning and expertise
through information technology and
ultimately it promotes creativity. There's
no single tool or software package that
captures the imagination of the
organization to look into as one stop
solution for storing and managing the
contents and knowledge and to bring in
compatibility between storage devices and
human resources. Prof. Rajesh Bajaj,
Coordinator, Tecnia presented Vote of
Thanks.
