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Women in the
national capital
got a Gandhi
Jayanti gift from
Delhi metro with a
coach being
reserved for them
on October 2,
2010. With this
Delhi metro
became the second
metro in the world
to reserve special
coach for women
after the Dubai
new age transport
system .

And now in 2016,
Union Minister,
Maneka Gandhi
suggested that it should be relocated
from the extreme end to the middle
of the train. This option is being
considered from the angle of safety,
emergency, convenience, restricting
the entry of male passengers,
facilitating line changeover.

Its better to keep the women's coach
in the end or in the beginning of the
train as we have a habit of that from
the starting, says Akanksha, a
student who commutes through
Delhi metro everyday .

Generally crowd is observed in the
coach which is immediate next to the
women's coach. While the coach is
in the end or in the beginning there
are staring eyes from one end ,
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whereas if it will be relocated in the

middle , there will be staring eyes
from both the sides which will may
not be comfortable to the women
commuters, says a group of girls ,
when they were asked about their
views regarding the relocation.

First coach being immediately after
the train operator's cab has been
chosen to be reserved for making it
easy for fast evacuation of women
commuters in case of any
emergency.

The relocation may increase the
entry of male passengers in the
women's coach as it may create
confusion ,as it is observed that
many male passengers enter the
coachnow also.

Over 3000 male passengers have
been apprehended and fined in 2015
for travelling illegally in Delhi
metro coaches reserved for women,
as per DELHI METRO RAIL
CORPORATION data.
