become such an arena of debate that anti-
national, hateful, and malicious discussions have 
worked to poison society and the nation. The 
common TV viewer is now fed up with TV 
debates. The anchor is responsible for fairness in 
live debates. Not giving some people a chance to 
speak is prejudice. But here, TV channels and 
their anchors are bullying, and they censor 
someone's statements.

It is becoming a matter of national concern; the 
Supreme Court expressed deep and serious 
concern about the way such TV channels 
function and said that hate speech has become a 
menace and has to be stopped. Definitely, it is 
necessary to control these forums, which create 
divisive and violent tendencies in society, for 
TRP to vent anger. Truth gets lost in such absurd 
debates, hate, and malicious discussions. Had 
this rhetoric been only on one side, then the heat 
of such absurd and indecent statements would 
not have lasted for long, but the wounds created 
by it hurt the consciousness of the nation. The 
blows of one's sword are not as sharp as those of 
these exaggerated political statements and bitter 
words. With these strange words and hatred, no 
revolution or political change occurs. Some TV 
news channels in our country and their anchors 
sometimes become so revolutionary that they 
themselves become policemen, lawyers, and 
judges themselves. But now discussing the 
matter related to the court in the newsroom itself 
can be a burden for the anchors.

In fact, the Supreme Court said, during the 
hearing of a case, that debate on TV channels on 
matters related to criminal trials amounts to 
"interference in criminal justice." The Supreme 
Court bench said that all matters relating to crime 
and any particulars that may be evidence must be 
dealt with by a court of law and not through a TV 
channel. " This is not the first time that the 
Supreme Court has targeted TV news channels 
regarding hate speech. In December last year, 
too, it described the open discussions on these 
channels as the biggest means of spreading hate 
speech and insisted on preparing guidelines for 
regulation. In 2020, Justice D.Y. Chandrachud 
banned Sudarshan News Channel's UPSC Jihad 
program. Union Information and Broadcasting 
Minister Anurag Thakur has described 
mainstream TV news channels as the biggest 
threat to the media, but the ministry says that 
under the current rules, neither the script of a 

programme can be sought before it is broadcast 
nor broadcasting can be stopped.

Nowadays, a question often arises in the mind 
while watching and listening to debates on TV 
channels: what should be the religion of 
presenters, panelists, etc. during discussion or 
debate on any issue? What is the purpose of these 
debates? How should these debates be conducted 
to create a positive environment and reach a 
meaningful result? In ancient contexts, the 
debate falls under the category of discussion or 
debate between two or more scholars of a subject 
or dispute. But in debates about modern TV 
channels, our TV channels and anchors have a 
disease, and that disease is that their anchors have 
started considering themselves as God. It is sad 
that with the passage of time, TV channels have 
become more powerful but have lacked the 
required seriousness, decency, and sensitivity 
commensurate with their ability to make an 
impact. That's why, considering what the 
Supreme Court has said on this issue as a mirror, 
there is a need to look at the reforms. Because we 
are ignoring the basic values of journalism and 
the responsibilities of nation-building on the 
platforms of these visual media, the way hate-
oriented ideas and anti-national situations are 
getting traction is worrying.

 Whether it is temples or elections, politicians or 
religious leaders, poverty or illiteracy, 
unemployment or inflation, construction work or 
new schemes, anchors of many TV channels have 
made it a habit to broadcast hate and malicious 
speeches under the guise of debating these issues. 
The more aggressive and spicy debates the TV 
channels specialize in, the more popular they are, 
and the more popular are the anchors who 
conduct these debates and discussions. The 
Supreme Court recently had to make strong 
remarks against such anchors. If TV news 
anchors are part of the problem of hate speech, 
why are they not removed? The apex court 
asked. The Court observed, "The TV channel and 
its anchors have become a tool through a 
powerful visual medium for TRPs to sell certain 
agendas, creating divisive and violent 
tendencies in society." News channels spreading 
hatred in a secular nation cannot be tolerated at 
all. Such channels adversely affect the country's 
image at the international level. The common TV 
viewer is now fed up with these debates. The 
anchor is responsible for fairness in live debates. 
Not giving some people a chance to speak is 

prejudice. But here, TV channels and their 
anchors are bullying, and they censor the 
statements of some and exaggerate the 
statements of others. The court's concern over 
hate or inflammatory speeches disrupting 
harmony and goodwill is understandable. By the 
way, understanding their seriousness, political 
parties should also set limits on their 
spokespersons to avoid such heated, destructive 
debates. The court made several clear 
observations, which, in a way, put the role of the 
visual media in question in view of its influence. 
It has become clear that the debates on these TV 
channels do not seem to serve the interests of 
society or the nation. For some time now, 
instead of clarifying any meaningful issue and 
finding a solution, TV debates have become a 
vehicle for sensationalism, further confounding 
the problem, and polarization based on narrow 
demands.  The irony is that the responsibility of 
any operator or the managers of the concerned 
TV channel for such programmes is not yet fixed 
in the laws. But the analogy of absurd debates 
can only be given by the phrase "look small, 
make wounds serious or such programmes is not 
yet fixed in the laws. But the analogy of absurd 
debates can only be given by the phrase "look 
small, make wounds serious." They are the kinds 
of matters in which the decency and meaning of 
the language are least used. It is as sharp as an 
arrow, deadly and destructive, and spews 
poison. It travels far and kills deeply. As soon as 
the statements coming out of the mouths of 
leaders and spokespersons resonate in the 
public sphere, their destructive thinking does an 
effective job of breaking society.

Major news channels formed the News 
Broadcasting Association and the News 
Broadcasting Standards Authority on 
matters of channel ethics, decorum, and 
operations. The steps taken by both 
organizations in the direction of curbing 
hate speech were ineffective. The court 
also pointed out that, unlike print media, 
there is no Press Council of India for news 
c h a n n e l s .  Vi g i l a n t  m o n i t o r i n g  
mechanisms are also necessary with strict 
guidelines to prevent the transmission of 
hate material.

The more aggressive and spicy debates the TV 
channels specialize in, the more popular they are, 
and the more popular are the anchors who 
conduct these debates and discussions. The 
Supreme Court recently had to make strong 
remarks against such anchors. If TV news 
anchors are part of the problem of hate speech, 
why are they not removed? The apex court 
asked. The Court observed, "The TV channel and 
its anchors have become a tool through a 
powerful visual medium for TRPs to sell certain 
agendas, creating divisive and violent 
tendencies in society." News channels spreading 
hatred in a secular nation cannot be tolerated at 
all. Such channels adversely affect the country's 
image at the international level. The common TV 
viewer is now fed up with these debates. The 
anchor is responsible for fairness in live debates. 
Not giving some people a chance to speak is 

prejudice. But here, TV channels and their 
anchors are bullying, and they censor the 
statements of some and exaggerate the 
statements of others. The court's concern over 
hate or inflammatory speeches disrupting 
harmony and goodwill is understandable. By the 
way, understanding their seriousness, political 
parties should also set limits on their 
spokespersons to avoid such heated, destructive 
debates. The court made several clear 
observations, which, in a way, put the role of the 
visual media in question in view of its influence. 
It has become clear that the debates on these TV 
channels do not seem to serve the interests of 
society or the nation. For some time now, 
instead of clarifying any meaningful issue and 
finding a solution, TV debates have become a 
vehicle for sensationalism, further confounding 
the problem, and polarization based on narrow 
demands.  The irony is that the responsibility of 
any operator or the managers of the concerned 
TV channel for such programmes is not yet fixed 
in the laws. But the analogy of absurd debates 
can only be given by the phrase "look small, 
make wounds serious or such programmes is not 
yet fixed in the laws.

They are the kinds 
of matters in which the decency and meaning of 
the language are least used. It is as sharp as an 
arrow, deadly and destructive, and spews 
poison. It travels far and kills deeply. As soon as 
the statements coming out of the mouths of 
leaders and spokespersons resonate in the 
public sphere, their destructive thinking does an 
effective job of breaking society.

Major news channels formed the News 
Broadcasting Association and the News 
Broadcasting Standards Authority on 
matters of channel ethics, decorum, and 
operations. The steps taken by both 
organizations in the direction of curbing 
hate speech were ineffective. The court 
also pointed out that, unlike print media, 
there is no Press Council of India for news 
c h a n n e l s .  Vi g i l a n t  m o n i t o r i n g  
mechanisms are also necessary with strict 
guidelines to prevent the transmission of 
hate material.

To provide students with 
hands-on experience in the 
field of electronic media, 

the Department of Journalism and 
Mass Communication of the 
Tecnia Institute of Advanced 
Studies organised an educational 
visit to Times Now Navbharat on 
December 23, 2022, for first-year 
students. They were also taken to 
the office of Sanskar Studios, 
Filmcity Noida, for the Times Now 
Navbharat event, in which they 
were part of the audience and got to 
learn about the backstage hustle 
and everything that goes into making one show.

The main aim of the visit was to familiarise the 
budding journalists with the reality of their craft 
in the electronic media. Anurag Singh, the 

anchor of Times Now Navbharat, spoke with the 
students. He demonstrated the process of 
converting events occurring in day-to-day life 
into news stories for the public. He also advised 
the students on career opportunities in the field. 

The students learned about the 
details of production at the office of 
Times Now Navbharat. It was very 
helpful for the students to observe 
how the anchor interviewed the 
guest, Gori Nagori (an ex-Big Boss 
contestant). The students were 
a c c o m p a n i e d  b y  C l a s s  
Representatives of the Department, 
Suhani and Jaya.

Director Dr. Ajay Kumar and Dean 
Academics Dr. M.N. Jha said that 
organising educational visits is a 
routine feature of the Journalism 
a n d  M a s s  C o m m u n i c a t i o n  

department. They also expressed confidence 
that the visit would go a long way in shaping 
students' careers.
