India is 
a rich cultural country in which various festivals 
are organized. On 1st May 2023, Eco club of 
Tecnia Institute of Advanced Studies conducted 
an awareness drive at Neel Hauz bio diversity 
park Delhi. The bird species of thorny scrub, 
grassland and wetland are seen in the sanctuary 
due it's unique positioning.  
All the students gathered near the main gate at 
11:00 AM and then began exploring the sanctuary 
The students spotted few endangered birds like 
white-rumped vulture, Indian vulture and also 
vulnerable species like Baikal teal, sarus 
cane. There were near threatened species too like 
black-bellied tern, grey headed fish eagle. Few of 
our students also prepared a small and beautiful 
bird nest for the birds. Students also fed some of 
the birds and poured water in the water bowls that 
they brought from home. The surroundings were 
really peaceful and calming. Students were seen 
enjoying the birds chirping around them. They 
learned to appreciate the nature and how to take 
care for it. Students also cleaned the area and 
removed plastic bags, polybags etc. from the 
biodiversity park.
