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Income Tax Regime -

conditions, restrictions and deductions
available under old vs. new regime you
are not able to reduce your tax liability.
It is in this perspective; the present
topic has been taken up. In this article,
you will be able to identify which

opt while filing your ITR so as to
reduce your tax burden. Let's start
discussion on topic in detail.

First of all, you need to know
income tax rate prevailing under both
regime. As far as old regime is
concerned, upto 2.5 Lakh income is
exempted from tax, you will have to
pay tax at the rate of 5% if your income
is between 2.5 Lakh and 5 Lakh. Tax
rate is 20% for income between 5 Lakh
and 10 Lakh. For income between 10
Lakh and 15 lakh, you will have to pay
tax at rate of 30%. On the other hand, in
new regime the limit of exemption
from tax is 3 Lakh. Meaning thereby,
upto income of Rs. 3 Lakh you need not
to pay income tax. For income between
3 Lakh and 6 Lakh tax rate is 5%. When
the income between Rs. 6 Lakh and 9
Lakh, 10% tax is applicable. If income
is between Rs. 9,00,000 to 12,00,000,
15% rate of tax will be applied. For
income between 12,00,000 and
15,00,000, you will have to pay tax at
the rate of 20%. As far as rebate is
concerned, For FY 2024-25 (AY 2025-
26), the rebate limit has been increased

regime. Meaning thereby a resident
individual with taxable income up to
Rs. 7,00,000 can avail a rebate of Rs.
25,000 or amount of tax payable,
whichever is lower. In addition to that,
from 1st April, 2023, Individuals
having salary income can claim a
standard deduction of Rs. 50,000 under
new regime as well.

It seems new regime will result in
less tax liability. Here you need to note
that some deductions and exemption are
there which cannot claim under new
regime. For example, deductions and
exemptions given under sec 80© which
is upto 1,50,000 it is associated with
investment in provident fund, NPS,
LIC etc. cannot be availed in new
regime. Likewise, deductions 80D,
80E, 80TTA, 80TTB, 80U etc. are also
not available in new regime. If you are
having saving account in bank, then

deduction upto Rs. 10,000 is available
in old regime. In case of senior citizen,
deduction upto Rs. 50,000 can be
claimed for interest on the deposits in
banks under sec 80ttb in old regime.
Moreover the exemptions related with
HRA, LTC cannot be claimed under
new regime. So, while selecting regime
you need to take into consideration
whether you are qualifying any
deduction or not. If you do not qualify
for the old regime deductions, you may
find the new tax regime more beneficial
due to smaller tax rates.

On the other hand, if you are
qualifying deductions you should opt
old regime for filing ITR. So it can be
concluded both regime have its own
advantages and disadvantages that you
need to do comparative analysis
between old regime and new regime in
the deductions and exemption, only
then you can make right decision.
